Title: The Mid-America Cup 2007

Goal: To promote the Chinese volley ball activities in the Mid-West, and to get acquainted with people sharing a common interest and make friends

Organizers:  MACRO and NU-CSSA

Game Date: Sept 15 Saturday 2007

Place:  Lincoln Park North Beach 4000N


Format: Round-robin matches within the same group. The best 2 from each group advance to the elimination play-offs. 
Game set: 
Best 2 out of 3, 15 points per game.
Awards: The Champion, and the 1st Runner Up

Referee: one referee for each game.


Game Regulation: Will follow the USA Volleyball regulations except the player part:
Player Regulation: 4 players to form a team, in which at least one player must be the opposite sex comparing to others.  This cup is intended for the Chinese and Asian players. Non-Asian players are welcome but are limited to one on the field at any time; Also, any player, who has played for 1 team already, cannot play again for another team.  6 players maximum are allowed to register for a team.
The ranking in round robin games is determined by:

1. The most matches won; then

2. If tied between 2 teams, the winner of the head-to-head game; then 

3. If tied among several teams, the most overall accumulated points of all games.
